This letter is further to the licensed premises checks of October, 30, November 18, and November
27, 1998; concerning the conduct and operation of licensed establishments.

On the three separate dates as noted above, Liquor Inspectors and Police attended your
establishment, finding several violations of the Liquor Licensing laws. On each occasion upon arrival
at the licensed establishment, only one staff member, S22 was present on the
premises.

In fact, on each of the dates, no employee with Serving It Right was present
upon our arrival. With only one staff member on the premises, adequate floor/door cont;et can not

be achieved.

On two of the three dates as outlined above, a patron who appeared to peﬂnder 19 yeazs;of' age and
who had no identification was present in the licensed established. Thts patron ldentzﬁed hcrs@f to the
Liquor Inspectors as the girlfriend of 22 . L

On October 20, 1998, a Liquor Inspector attending your estabhshmem noted a. dancer was’
performing a private dance in an area beyond the approved areas; namely; the dancer. was behind a
curtain in an area not approved for dancing. Branch policy prohibits' some ‘acts during the
performance of an exotic dancer/stripper and includes “prohibiting the dancl_ng or performing on
table tops or other areas beyond the approved areas”. On November 27 1998, S22 told
Liquor Inspectors that he had served a dancer a drink (vodka and tomato juice) while she was

working.

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1t has also been noted on several occasions that there is no food service available to patrons in your
establishment. Section 17 of the Regulations requires that “unless otherwise exempted by the
general manager, hot foods, wrapped sandwiches, snacks, not beverages, soft drinks, fruit and
vegetables shall be available at reasonable prices to customers”.

Please note, that if the management of the licensed area of your establishment has changed, you
must advise the Liquor Control and Licensing Branch by way of an application for a permanent or
temporary change. On November 18 1998, S22 indicated he may be invoived in a
management agreement with the hotel.

Section 6(c) of the Liquor Control and Licensing Act requires the General Manager to supervise the
conduct and operation of licensed establishments. In carrying out this obligation, Branch policy
states it is a licensee's responsibility to ensure that sufficient trained staff are employed at all times to
ensure that adequate control is maintained within the establishment. Furthermore, public safety,
health and well-being must not be jeopardized by the service and consumption of alcoholic

beverages.

The purpose of this letter is to serve as a warning that should this office continue to receive reports
of violations, you could be requested to attend an enforcement hearing.

By-Laws and Enforcement, City of Vancouver are fully
apprised of this situation and with the fact that we are not
allowing this act in licensed premise areas under Section 4(7) of
the L.C.L. Act and Red.'s and from the entertainment aspect. While
we enjoy a good working relationship with the Health Inspectors it
is worthy of note that this Health Dept. has a reputation of
ambiguity on issues of contention. 1In this case I suspect that
that office has had approaches from "animal rights" related groups,
as have By-Law Enforcement in that city, and this may be a factor.
In any event, we will monitor a response in this regard in
accordance with undernoted diary date.

Re: Animals in TFood Premises -

I received your letter dated March 17, 1994, regarding "Tiger Act
In Licensed Premises, Not Responsive Vancouver".

I would first like to clarify that we are not concerned with just
this "Tiger Act". We are concerned with any and all animals and
birds appearing, or being allowed within licensed premises,
anywhere in the Province of British Columbia, contrary to a
Provincial Statute, in this case the Health Act. By violating the

Health Act licensees are then in violation of Section 4(7) of the

Ligquor Control and Licensing Regulations which states "the licensee
and the licensed establishment shall at all times comply with the

‘regulations under the Fire Services Act and the Health Act.

The Provincial law pertaining to this subject is very clear in the
prohibition of animals and by wording is not open to
"consideration". The Act in Division 1 Interpretation Section 1.01
states "food" means any raw, cooked, or processed substance or
beverage intended for human consumption. In the same section it
states "food premises" means any place, including a boat or
vehicle, where food is prepared, handled or dispensed. The section
goes on to define "food service establishment" and states in
subsection (b) any eating or drinking establishment where draught
drink or prepared food is served to the public, including any
restaurant, coffee shop, cafeteria, soda fountain, bar, tavern,
pub, beer parlour, cocktail lounge, dining room, night ec¢lub,
catering kitchen, industrial feeding establishment, commissary,
concession or other similar place.

The prohibition concerning animals is found in the Health Act
within Division XVII, Section 17.01, which states "Live animals or
birds shall not be kept or permitted in any food premises, except
in the case of an assistance dog being used to assist a disabled
person or being trained for the purpose of assisting a disabled
person". The wording "shall not" within this Legislation expresses
a mandatory view that animals are not permitted.

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In paragraph two of your letter yvou stated "Furthermore, Health
Regulations should not be cited for liquor licensing issues". We
are very much aware of what Regulations are suitable to be cited
for Liquor Licensing issues and Section 4 of the Regulations
clearly tells us that Health issues are to be of concern to Branch
staff. It is abundantly clear that our duties, Health and Liquor,
require very close liaison and cooperation , to accomplish the = .
common objectives, clearly established and defined within the
various Statutes. We have always had a very good working
relationship with the various Health Agencies, both Provincial and
with Cities throughout the Province, and consistently receive
Health reports pertaining to licensed establishments. In many cases
these reports request assistance from our Inspectors regarding a
problem establishment and we are most pleased to assist.

If you require anything further please advise. If you feel a
meeting would be beneficial I would be pleased to meet with you at
any time you suggest.

It is of interest to note that since I have been
attending this establishment that there has NEVER been a visit to the premises where
there were more than 8 patrons on site.

. On February 23, 1999 I spoke with the day manager Elizabeth Littomericzky about
ensuring that the dancers stayed to the authorised stage area as a preventative measure
because there were two leather couches which had been newly brought into the premises.

I attended behind the bar area and noted that ALL the hard liquor bottles had strips of
masking tape running from top to bottom on the outside of the bottles. The vertical strips
of tape had been marked off in increments of one ounce so that Elizabeth can monitor how
many ounces of drinks are used if she is not there. The bottle tops and labels on several of
the bottles were very worn and appeared ‘used’ in nature. Iasked Elizabeth if she was
pouring from other bottles to refill these ‘marked’ bottles, she said she was, I advised her
that she could not do that and issued an L.P.C. (copy attached)

This establishment has no visible means of staying in business based on the numbers of
patrons seen on site. For your information during our last ten premises checks at this
location we encountered a TOTAL of twenty-seven(27) patrons. On two of our stops at
the Cobalt in December we found the establishment closed in the middle of the day.

She indicated that she had purchased the liquor from the Cardero Street
Hquor store (which is not an assigned store for this establishment). When questioned if
she had purchased liquor in the appropriate manner, through the liquor licence she stated
that the liquor store would not let her because she purchased so little (three bottles).
Inspector Stackhouse phoned the liquor store (GLS #112) and spoke with the manager
who verified no one in the last hour had made any licensee purchases and that his staff
would never deny a licensee a proper purchase. Elizabeth said she would return home to
obtain the receipt for this purchase and all document 60’s she had.

These items were seized and recorded on a LPC and issued to Elizabeth. She was

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In the past year, on a number of occasions, this premise was asked to produce document
60’s. The need to have these records available was communicated to the same manager
in both verbal and written (LPC) manners. The management has indicated they do not

The deficiencies
included a plugged toilet upstairs which caused water to flow from holes in the ceiling of the bar
and a glass washing machine that was not using hot water fo sanitize the glasses.

The Sahota Brothers own the Cobalt Hotel. Not Responsive

Out of Scope
business license. The Sahotas received a warning leiter from the Liquor Branch in the past
(1999) advising them to improve their business practices with respect to noted liquor violations
observed in the Cobalt Hotel, It is evident, through police observations, warnings and
suspensions have had liitle effect in convincing the Sahotas to adhere to the terms and
conditions of their business license contract.

The Vancouver Police Department has initiated a new sirategy to monitor the degree of
compliance by owners and staff operating licensed premises. This initiative introduces
undercover police officers into the licensed premises to observe the business practices of staff-
and owners when uniform police are not present. This initiative draws enormous police
resources fo monitor and gather evidence to support license suspensions or revocations if
required. The limited police resources must forego initiatives dealing with other problem areas
in the DES in order to gather the necessary information.

On June 1, 2002 as a result of reviewing the file on the Cobalt Hotel it was -
recommended that undercover officers be inserted into the Cobalt Hotel to observe the type of
activity that occurred when uniform police were not present, The foliowing is a summary of
observations since the beginning of the undercover operation.

- 2002-08-09 Police observed patrons smoking throughout the evening. Bar staff was
not wearing by name plates. Staff was also observed drinking liquor while
working. Bar staff asked an undercover police officer to “chug” a beer
prior to selling the U/C operator a jug of beer after hours. PC 2077

2002-06-14 Police officers observed patrons smoking in the presence of bar staff. Bar
staff were not wearing name plates but were conducting usual bar

An audit of all low-income housing owned
by the "slumlord” Sahota family of
Vancouver should begin immediately, says
city Coun, Tim Stevenson.

“These people are basically slumlords," he

The Sahota family of Shaughnessy,  the rundown east-side apartment bullding ’

in the 2100-block Pandora Street that was
closed down last week for safety reasons
is the worst he's seen.

comprising Pal, Gurdyal, Parkash and
Ranjit, are weli-known to the city building
inspectors who deal with their multimillion-
doliar bullding empire.

The most recent dealing occurred last Thursday when tenants of a three-storey
apartment in the 2100-block Pandora Street calied inspectors when the ceiling
started to leak.

The 50 residents, mostly aboriginal women with kids, were given a few hours' notice
and ordered out of the building as water poured down the walls and the ceilings gave
way.

One of the residents, Kyle Goddard, said he complained several times to the landlord
when his carpet became moist, At the time, sections of the roof were covered with
tarpaulings.

"They'va been saying for months they're going to do something. They haven't done
nothing. So it's come to this. Now we're all going to be out on the street,” Geddard
said.

A security guard in front of the building yesterda\) said he preferred to stay outside in
the rain rather than in the apartment lobby because the smell was so bad.

"Some of us have been getting headaches," the guard said.

Last July, a rotting balcony at a Sahota

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family apartment compiex in the 500-block East 5th Avenue coliapsed, sending two
people to hospital.

In December 2005, Vancouver police accused the Sahota family of preying on the
homeless after an undercover investigation mto welfare fraud at the family's Astoria

Hotel,

in 2002 the family lost, but later recovered, some of their business i:cences after a
pclice probe.

As well as the two apartment complexes and the Astoria, the Sahota family owns the
Downtown Eastside’s notorious Cobalt, Balmoral and Regent rooming houses,
Emergency services are called to those properties hundreds of times a year,
Stevenson said the family operates the hotels through various companies.

He said the city needs to find exactly what thé Sahota family's property holdings are,
then begin an immediate audit to ensure the buildings are safe for tepants.

"The fnspector said [the Pandora bu;ldmg] it was the fastest he's ever closed a piace
They are lucky no one was killed,” Stevenson said,

"The Sahotas have a huge reputation with the city, they have a fong track record.
" They are chasing them down time and time again.”

Stevenson sald he also wants council to beef up the bylaws governing the condition
of rental properties. Presently, those bylaws cannot force a landlord to make a major
investment, like replacing a roof,

The tenants displaced from the Pandora building are being housed temporarily
through funding from the Provincial Emergency Program. The city and B.C. Housing
are trying to find long-term accommodation for them.

Pal Sahota told The Province he will return the Pandora tenants’ damage deposits
and rent for October. He would not make any further comment,

'Don’t show your money upstairs'

He quickly hands over $10 change, which is $5 less than what's owed, and a single
key. .

A few minutes earlier he had asked for two pieces of picture identification for
registration, believing the guest to be a tourist wanting to stay in Vancouver for a few
days, ) :

He doesn't offer to show the room and settles for a debit card for identification.

The Cobalt Motor Hotel on the S00-block Main Street is a dangerous place.

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Marjorie Pitronen was beaten to death in Room 301. Small-time cocaine deater
Ronald Scholfield was shot in the face and killed while sitting in a vehicle in the hotel
parking fot, Emergency services get called to the notorious rooming house hundreds
of times a year,

Last month, a tenant attacked another tenant with a machete,

But it's not just the people the manager should be warning about. It's the rooms, At
$40 a night, the Cobalt is quite possibly the worst value in short-term housing
anywhere in the city, maybe even in Canada.

The smell inside the building is strong enough td stick on your clothes for days and
.gets worse the higher you go in the five-storey brick building.

‘The fire doors leading to each successive floor are hard to open and the stairs very
narrow in parts. Garbage overflows from bins on every floor,

The key given by the manager is for a room In the corner of the building on the
second floor, and the door has to be shouidered hard before it opens, It's been kicked
or otherwise forced in several times, then repaired syith putty and pieces of scrap
wood.

Once inside, you need o reach to the top of the door and puft hard to be abie to get
ouf again. It's not something anyone shorter than 51/2 feet could do,

The walls are a patchwork of repairs. Bloody splt marks the section of wall alongside
the single mattress, which is covered in a sheet full of burn holes and a thin blanket
marked "property of Capital Health Region.” Blood spatter stains the wall alongside
the sink.

A single uncovered light bulb hangs from the roof. The bin is a brown paper bag on
the fioor. ;

A dead mouse lies in plain view, frozen Pompeii-like in grim death on the carpet
alongside the fridge,

A sink sits in plywood covered with torn linoleum, with a coffee cup and dirty water
glass inches away on top of it.

A laundered facecloth with what appears to be blood stains on it is folded atop the
linoleurn. A wedge of broken mirror about a half-metre square rests next to the sink.

There's a large, old, pale-blue Westinghouse fridge right next to the front door.

The carpet was once green. It's now just stain-coloured. It's hard to imagine that the
Sahota family of Vancouver, which owns the Cobalt and three other Downtown
Eastside rooming houses, has seen the value of those holdings rise $5 million in the
past two years, but can't see fit to replace the carpet.

Pal Sahota told The Province the rooms are inspected and improved reguiarly. He
said the family abides by laws governing living conditions, such as installing smoke
alarms, and does the best they can glven thelr tenants,

"They have problems. Some are mental, some problems are drug-related," said
Sahota, who was candid in his talks with the reporter.

The hotel was sprayed in July this year after a beédbug infestation. Like 80 per cent of
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the single-accommodation rooms in the Downtown Eastside, bedbug and other insect
and rodent problems are common.

The toilets are blocked on the second floor. A few hours later, one s cleared, but
beside it, in a shallow pool of water resulting from the blockage, lies the plunger from
inside a hypodermic needle, '

The baths are griry and appear not to be in use.

From the single window in the room, which has to be propped up with a piece of
wood, you look west to what will ultimately lead to the death of the Cobalt.

A 21-storey condo/townhouse complex across the lane has just been finished and is
ready for occupancy, Security guards are stationed at the back of the buliding, the
fifth tower of the CityGate development at the end of False Creek, and a fence has
been erected,

A development-permit application siapped on the heritage building alongside the
Cobait says that building will soon be restored and a nine-storey housing tower built
behind it. Sahota said his family is in discussions with a local developer but no
decision has been made regarding the Cobalt's future.

The Cobalt once had a strip bar and a neon sign that flashed "girls, girls, girls” with a
row of multi-coloured light bulbs along the front of the building.

Now just ane bulb flashes on and off and the sign shows "grls, girl".

However, business is good at the hotel and its bar and cafe. Judging by the lights in
the rooms, most are occupied each night. The pub is well managed and is a venue for
hardcore punk music, The cafe opened three months ago and caters to the bar-goers.

The Cobalt, which was built as working men's housing in 1910, has long been In the
sights of poverty activisis.

In February 1978, Province reporter Chuck Poulsen and photographers Colin Price
and David Clark visited several rooming houses, including the Cobalt, as part of a
story on the Downtown Eastside Residents Association's Cockroach Haven awards.
They photographed Nelson Relihan, a retired forestry worker, in Room 209 of the
. Cobalt.

In those pictures, his door, too, looked like it had been kicked In, The walls were
grimy and the bare wood floors heavily scuffed. He had a smalt stove and a bed-
frame, which is an improvement on the current rooms. These days, you just get a
mattress base. :

The wedge of mirror in today's room may have come from one of the oval mirrors
that were in the hotel during Relihan's time.

Little has been done in real terms to improve Vancouver's rooming houses since that
time, although the residents are no longer mostly older men and are Instead younger
addicts and people fighting mental iliness.

During the first day of the most recent Province visit, a City of Vancouver contractor
was wandering the hallway looking for people to complete a survey of low-income
tenants in rooming houses, The dire Hving conditions inside the rooms, the health
hazards they pose and the drain on emergency resources were highlighted earller this
year with the release of the Vancouver Agreement’s Hotel Analysis Report, |
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The contractor is fulfilling one of the report's recommendations to learn more about
those living within, an action unlikely to improve the actual living conditions of the
people residing within. He offers cigarettes for co-operation.

The contractor agrees the rooms in the Cobalt are disgusting but says they are no
worse in than other places such as the nearby Main Rooms, where & woman was cut
to death fast month

Most of the people he's spoken to left home between the ages of 10 and 12. One
fellow reported leaving home at three, when he was put in foster care,

They buy feod from convenience stores and have serious health problems. In the
Cobalt, the sounds of coughing, spitting and vomiting resonate with foul regularity. A
very thin feilow wearing black leather pants, boots and eye-patch fooks very unweil
as he brings his garbage out,

But there's a community of sorts within the building. A black cat sits outside its
ownet's door and some doors are feft open as tenants wander in and out. People
knock on one another's doors and there are moments of laughter from within.

An old, slender tenant, who says he is from Afghanistan and asks for change, offers
an older white female resident tobacco. She refuses, then stands in the stairwell,
speaking loudly to herself with loathing.

The evening manager and a tenant talk as they walk from the second floor to the
fobby.

The tenant says someone called Sam robbed another tenant of a couple of hundred
dollars.

"*That's a lot of money,” the manager says.

But it turns out the victim owed a couple of hundred hucks to a guy named Doug,
who in turn owed that money to Sam. No police were called.

Drug-sick wormen pay $5 to get up the stairs to visit people in Cobait rooms Severai
residents are female,

An attractive French-Canadian resident in her early 20s with black, shoulder-length
halr, blue eyes and perfect skin sits on the brick ledge just to the side of the hotel
entrance.

She rejects an offer from a white middle-aged guy in a denim jacket to go for a drink.

She then complains about the bad headache she woke up with that day. When asf{ed
how she got rid of it, she just smiles,

Later in the night, she Is sitting in the same spot with a male French-Canadian friend.
He can't believe the two people he has spoken to that night have just burmed through
their month's worth of welfare money in six hours,

The girl looks troubled and says she's "sketched out” and is scared to go back
upstairs to her room to smoke some crack she just bought.

Eventually, she goes up with a young white guy who hangs around the hotel but
doesn't appear to be a tenant.
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It's very hard, impossible almost, to get a receipt from management. Three requests
on separate occasions were refused with the following excuses: Get it when you
leave; come back when another manager is on; and, when that manager was on,
"Sorry, we don't have a receipt book."

On departure, the manager is asked a question: "How much for a month?" He looks
shocked, then says, "$400. But why would you want to stay here?"

I ask myself the same question.

HOTEL EMPIRE

The Cobalt Hotel is one of several Downtown Eastside hotels operated by the Sahota
family of Vancouver. -

According to land title searches the family -- comprising Pal, Gurdyal, Parkash and
Ranjit Sahota -- owns the Cobalt, Balmoral, Regent and Astoria hoteis though various
companies.

In the past two years, the value of those four rooming houses combined has risen
almost $5 million from $7.6 million to $12.3 million.

The family also owns several other properties in the Lower Mainland.

COBALT HAS A CATALOGUE OF CALAMITY TO ITS NAME

In 2005 alone, the Cobalt Motor Hotel's 92 rooms generated 247 calls to emergency
services,

In the same year, the Sahota family's four Downtown Fastside hotels, comprising
almost 500 rooms, accounted for almost 1,200 calls to police, fire and ambulance.

Here's a sampling of violent incidents that have occurred at the Cobalt over the past
15 years:

- September 2007: A

49-year-old Cobalt resident was attacked by a machete-wlelding 29-year-old resident
after the pair had an altercation in a hallway. The man survived the attack and the
attacker was arrested, :

- Sgptember 2006: A

35-year-old man was slashed across the face by another man in the early hours of
the morning inside the hotel. The assailant escaped.

- May 2006: A man was stabbed inside the hotel in a drug-related dispute. The
assailant was not found.

- January 2006: A man was shot in the leg while inside the hotel in the early hours.
Two suspects fled.
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- August 2005: A man was found dead of a drug overdose in a hotel room.

- April 2005: A longhme resident was stabbed in the back while inside the hotel, His
attacker was later arrested.

_ = January 2005: An armed man in a stolen car in the hotel parkade kept Vancouver
police at bay for several hours before surrendering.

- June 1994; Michael Terazakis was shot twice at point-blank range in the hotel bar
but survived due a large wad of cash he had in his hip pocket. The gunman escaped.

- September 1992 Cocaine dealer Ronald Scholfield was shot in the face and killed
while sitting in a vehicle in the hotel parking lot, The kifler was later charged and
convicted.

- September 1991: Mentally ili Cobalt resident shoots out the windows of seven hotel
rooms with a high-powered sling-shot.

- April 1991: Marjorie Susan Piironen, 51, was beaten to death in Room 301.
