Background:

The BCAC’s operating programs run on multiyear cycles of 2-3 years, depending on discipline. In
2018/19, with the exception of Professional Arts Training (Training), Arts Periodicals, Arts
Service Organizations (ASOs) and Publishing, all relatively small program intakes, all disciplines
are on an extended cycle (or ‘interim year’).

Simultaneously, the Council has been working on its new strategic plan for 2018-2022, set to
launch June 22, 2018. It addresses previously underserved areas of the arts and culture sector
and includes significant transition for the Council’s strategic directions over the next five years,

focusing on:
o Sustainability and Creative Development
o Indigenous Arts and Culture
o Equity, Diversity and Access
o Regional Arts and Community Arts

The launch of the strategic plan was originally planned to occur in April, 22

8.22

The first operating assistance deadline for 2018/19 was March 15, 2018; there will be another
intake for fall programs in September. This means that all the spring operating programs have
been running under the previous strategic plan. As any increase to operating grants is
essentially ‘locked-in" over the period of the extended cycle - and beyond, as the expectation of
operating funding is that it is relatively stable and sustained, in order for organizations to be
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able to respond to the new strategic priorities while distributing the $5M lift to operating
organizations for 2018/19 as approved by Council, a strategy other than simply raising base
operating grants had to be found.

Findings:

In order to distribute funding to the high-performing, stable organizations that make up our
operating clients, while still allowing for the future re-alignment of funds in accordance with
Council’s new strategic plan, staff have recommended that a significant portion of the increase
to operating programs be allocated through the award of one-time supplemental grants for
2018/19, rather than a lift to organization’s base operating grant amounts. Additionally, a
general policy of a minimum operating grant level of $20,000 will be implemented. Accordingly,
the following processes have been identified and are being implemented for 2018/19:

Intake years Spring: Professional Arts Training, Arts Periodicals
Fall: Arts Service Organizations)
e Small increase to base program budgets (Training 13%; Arts Periodicals --%; ASOs thc)
e Organizations currently receiving <$20K will have their base operating grant reset to $20K
o Training:
o Arts Periodicals:

e Any new applicants to operating assistance brought in, as recommended by the Advisory, at
a minimum base operating grant of $20K. Training and Arts Periodicals both have one new
applicant for 2018/19.

e One-time supplementary grants operating grants to be awarded to all returning clients
except those whom, by being brought up to the new base minimum of $S20K, already saw a
percentage increase of more than that allocated to their program discipline. Supplementary
grant amounts will be proposed by staff, based on the overall funding picture within each
discipline, based on the basic formula of 20-25% of 17/18 funding levels. Advisory
committees will review the proposed amounts and make recommendations for approval by
Council.

Non-intake years Spring: Music, Dance, Theatre — 2nd year of a 2-year cycle
Fall: Festivals, Media Arts, Museums —2"° year of 2-year cycle;
Visual Arts — 2" year of 3-year cycle
e Noincrease to base program budgets.

Advisories will review Concerned Status and Annual Status applications as usual.

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e Any specific advice from the 2017/18 Advisories vis-a-vis a potential funding increase will be
implemented, if possible.

e One-time supplementary grants operating grants to be awarded to all returning clients
except those whom, by being brought up to the new base minimum of $20K, already saw a
percentage increase of more than that allocated to their program discipline. Supplementary
grant amounts will be proposed by staff, based on the overall funding picture within each
discipline, based on the basic formula of 20-25% of 17/18 funding levels. Advisory
committees will review the proposed amounts and make recommendations for approval by
Council.

Community Arts Organizations - 2" year of 2-year cycle

e The approach specific to Community Arts Organizations, who have a deadline in the fall, is
still being developed. Community Arts Organizations’ funding include a formula related to
census data and have typically received grants much smaller than those in professional arts.
The approach developed by staff will uphold the same principles as those being applied to
professional operating assistance programs, but will respond to the specific needs of this
program.

Next Steps:

The BC Arts Council staff has begun implementing this approach with the Spring operating
intake. Music and Training Advisory Committees have already met and Arts Periodicals, Dance
and Theatre will all meet in the next month before the June Council meeting, with the Advisory
Committees’ recommendations to be ratified at that time.

Issue: Respectful Workplace Policy and Approach

Brief Program Description:

Following on the momentum behind #metoo, #timesup, and other movements
this past year, the BC Arts Council, like other arts funding agencies and cultural
organizations across the country and around the world, is looking at its role in
promoting safe and respectful workplaces within the organizations and projects
it funds. We will be consulting with select Advisories and Juries this Spring to
provide us with input as to what shape our policies and programs might take to
play a real and appropriate role in this conversation.

1) Policies and processes will also be adapted to bring language and approach
up to date. These steps include, but are not limited to:

Declaration by applicant organizatons to include provisions to provide
safe workplace and adhere to all relevant legal obligations
Conditions for Payment of Awards to include:

e Failure to comply with legal obligations.

e Significant risk of insolvency or bankruptcy.

e Failure to respect the commitment to provide a workplace free
from harassment, discrimination and sexual misconduct

Requirement to report major changes, including:

e major changes to proposed activities;

e changes in legal status, ownership, corporate structure, name, or
mandate; danger of insolvency, bankruptcy, or credit protection;

e legal proceedings that pose a financial or reputational risk.

Proposed policy changes for Fair Notice and new policy for Reviewing and
Reversing Grant Decisions that include:

e failure to comply with legal obligations

e failure to respect an organization’s commitment to provide a
workplace free from discrimination, harassment and sexual
misconduct.

Explicit exclusion of illegal activities

Adapt written statement from Board chair to include specific questions
on governance and workplace safety.

Adapt assessment criteria to include:

e The quality of working conditions for those involved in your
organization and/or activities, including measures to create and
maintain a safe work environment that is free of harassment and
discrimination, promote cultural safety and provide culturally
appropriate support.

For BCAC Program Committee
May 2018

Background:

The “digital revolution” continues to disrupt previous madels of creation and dissemination, presenting
the arts sector with both opportunities and challenges. Increased discoverability allows consumers to
access a virtually unlimited amount of video, music, visual art, and text, creating both greater
opportunities and challenges in reaching audiences, or being discovered, in a crowded content world.
The evolving role of new intermediaries, curators and programmers is creating new relationships
between artists and audiences. The incoming strategic plan responds to this issue through the direction
of Sustainability and Creative Development, which includes an action to “build awareness of the
opportunities and challenges relating to new technologies, and build capacity in the arts sector to meet
them”.

The Canada Council for the Arts has responded to the shift to digital by launching the Digital Strategy
Fund that will distribute $88.5 million from 2017-21. The digital fund is focused on encouraging digital
literacy, public engagement, and organizational transformation. The CCA just announced the recipients
of the first round and several BC-based projects have been funded. The next deadline for applicants is
September 19, 2018.

Potential Partnership:

The Canada Council for the Arts wants to encourage arts organizations to think more strategically about
digital and has offered $50,000 to assist in funding a one-day digital learning session for BC-based arts
organizations. They would like the BC Arts Council to take the lead on determining the shape of this
event, in terms of participants, speakers, facilitators, and venue. The only requirement is that, as part of
the event, the Canada Council for the Arts staff will attend and give a 30 minute update on the Digital
Strategy Fund.

This partnership represents a prime opportunity for the BC Arts Council to act as a convener between
the arts sector and experts in digital interactivity. The objective would be to raise awareness throughout
the arts sector of how digital innovation could be enacted, how collaborations could drive digital
transformation, and how to access funds for such projects. Creative BC has also expressed interest in
taking part and could inform participants on the Interactive Fund, which is funded by BCAC and
administered by Creative BC.

Next Steps:
The BCAC staff recommends that BCAC continue to liaise with the Canada Council about confirming the

date of a potential digital learning session and formalize the partnership, as well as bringing on a
consultant/event planner to organize the session (funded by the Canada Council partnership).

Since our last meeting in Terrace, the Communications Committee has grown to include Pat
Henman, Phillip Djwa and Yosef Wosk, as well as our Board Chair Susan Jackson and Vice
Chair Jane Brindley. The committee met in January to discuss our key priorities for the
coming year, as well as communications issues and opportunities for the Council. | also met
with Brian Jonker and Kim Reid in December 2018 to discuss how the Communications
Committee can support the work of the BCAC.

Key Priorities for 2019:

a. Set the strategic direction for the committee

b. Update the Terms of Reference for the Communications Committee

c. Recommend and provide feedback on the development of a toolkit for Board
communications with key audiences/clients.

Our committee looks forward to collaborating with Secretariat staff to better define our role
within the Council and to develop a strategic direction for the committee that supports the
work of the Council as well as implementation of the Strategic Plan. We have also reviewed
the existing Terms of Reference for the committee, and intend on updating the terms to
better reflect the needs and issues of the Council. My plan is to facilitate discussion with the
Committee and the Secretariat on updating the Terms of Reference, with a goal to present
them at our next board meeting in April 2019.

The Communications Committee recognizes and applauds the phenomenal work by the
BCAC staff, and are eager to help promote the Council across the province. As such, we
recommend the following to the Secretariat:

- Develop a clear communications plan that addresses the following:

e better public promotion of BCAC programs and grant announcements;

e improved community outreach across the province, particularly with the key priority
communities/regions outlined in the strategic plan;

e clear strategy to connect with artists and arts & culture organizations in underserved
populations such as Indigenous communities, marginalized groups, and regions
across the province outside of urban centres;
support of the implementation of the strategic plan;
and how the board can support the communication objectives through advice to staff,
public presentations, public meetings, or other means.

- Hire a staff member to support the communication needs of the BCAC

- Create a clear process for communication between the Secretariat & board members
around new appointments, issues, etc. Suggest sending public announcements, reports,
press releases to BCAC board before released to the public.

- Communications Toolkit for the Board: key messages, sample presentation, best practices
for giving a presentation about the BCAC in your community, what to do when approached
by media, etc. It's recommended that the toolkit be developed by the Secretariat with input
from the Communications Committee.
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- Allocate part of the board budget to support presentations and other communications
efforts in regions. For example, https://www.ndac.ca/rasw/ in Nelson - this is a great event
where a BCAC program officer or board member in the region could present on BCAC
funding and support opportunities.

There is a wealth of experience within our board membership, with deep connections in the
arts & culture sector across the province, including traditionally excluded or marginalized
groups. | look forward to working with the Communications Committee, Board and
Secretariat to develop strong messaging and to better communicate with underserved
populations as well as our existing clients.
